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The Washington metro area's first co-housing community is also a Partnership for Advanced Technology in Housing (PATH) sustainable urban development demonstration project. Members of Takoma have worked with PATH and the developer/ architect, Eco Housing Corp. of Bethesda, Md., to develop practical means to conserve energy and to build responsibly. The 22 townhouse-style buildings divided into 43 one-, two-, and three-bedroom units, include Low-e windows, blown wet cellulose, geothermal heating and cooling, low VOC paints and finishes, and renewable (seepage38) framing materials.
